W hen h ing Dharmadeva c. ied sud denly , his son , Manadeva , 
asceno e ci  t he t hroner. He was quit e young w hen ile bG came :ting , so 
feudal chi e fs ( S amant a )  in t he e E. st and t he we:::� t  d id no t o bey 
hi s o rder s . !•ianadeva. , who was ski J l e d  in t he s c ience o f  arms , 
c ould no t tolerate such be havior . He p l ann ed  t o  suppre ss t ho se 
feudal chie fs wit h t he  he lf, o f  his mat e rnal uncle . T ho se in t he 
east were easily suppre s sed , but t he feudal chief o f  t he west e rn 
areas acro s s  t he Gandak i rive r pro ved  m" re o bdurat e . :ManE�deTa , 
t herefo re , cross e d  t he  river w i t h  hi s t ro.o p s ., hops.e s , end e lephant sr,
de feat e d  t he feudal chie f· o f  Mallapuri ,  an6 returned t o  t he 
capit al . 

In his inscript ion , 1vmnad e va has use d  t he p lural numbe r  
fo r t he feudal chie fs o f  t he  east . T hi s  means t hat t here were 
mo re t han two chie fs in t h2t are ar . On t he o the r  m.nd , t he 
ins cript ion refers t o  o nly one f eudal c hief in t he  wes t .  T his 
s hows t hat Manade ·..-a ' s fEither , Dharnadeva d ire ctly ruledr· over t he 
t erri t orie s e x t en d in g  to  t he  Gand aki rive r , and t hat t he  territorie s 
on t he o t he r side  o f  t he rive r were unde r t he j urisdict ion o f  
a feudal chie f .  

T his  s hows t hat t he Go rkha region , whi ch i s  sit•ated on 
t he eastern s ide of ' t he G2nd ak i  river , w as one o f  t he �err i to rie s 
t hat was rul ed d ire ct l y  from t he c�p i  t al . T hus t he l'e is an indire ct 
conne ction between Gorkha and t he earl iest ins cript ion o f t he 
Li �chavi perio d . 

Manadeva t hffs su ccefeded in sup 1-1 re s s ing t he re Je ll ion 
w hi ch ho d st art e d  irrur:8ciiat e ly after he as cenC: e d  t he t hrow=�r. He
.ruled  for mo re t han 4 1  ye ars w i t hout any challenge t o  hi s aut ho rity . 
He w as suc ceeded  by his son , Mahid e va , who ruled for about a yea r .  
He wa.a suc ce ede d by hi s sorJ , Vasant a de va , who was a rainor .  
Vasant adeva "'as , t ha re fore , unabl e t o  -rule w it h  a firm hand . It 
was from .  his t ime tha,t the tradit ion of bh�. rdar s  playing a vro miner; t  
part in t he  admini .st rat ion st a:rt a d . T he tr&dit ion cont inued 
t hrough�ut Vasant aaeva ' s long rre ign , as we ll as t hat o f  . his suc ce s s or'{.vasanta.a�va WE S suc ce 4ded by Ma.nude va ,  Varn.anaaeva , Ramaaeva , 
and Ganadeva , in t hat o r6 e r . During Gan ad eva • s  re ign , Dhawmagupt a 
be came mo re influent ial t han t he o t her b hardarsr. we are no t  in 
a p o s i t i o n  t o  say whe t her o r  no t Manucteva , and t he o t he ·r- kings 
who suc ceeded Vasant ac eva were his d e s cendan t s r. T he li chhavi 
dyan sty pro ce eded from fi:=i t her to  son during t he reigns o f 
Vri shadeva , S hnr:,}; arai,eva , Dharllll;.deva , Hanc.ci.eva , Mahic o va ,  and 
Ya.santadeva , .  1.m t no aut ho ri t at i ve · e ,"ide n ce is available t o  show

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King S hivadeva ' s  first ins cript ion , was remo ve d through the 
j o int c: ffort s o f  S hivade va and Ams huvarma . T he latter t hen 
o c cupied his p lace . Aros huvar!iln gre.dually st rength� ed his posit io n , 
and ; aft e r  S hivad eva , be c&me t he supreme ruler .  He s-t art G d  a 
n ew e ra ,  a kno wledge of whi ch i s  e s sen tial for underst and ing 
t he hist o ry o f  Go rklwt. 

After  .A.ms huvarma , Ud ayade va o f  t he Licchavi dynasty , who m  
ha had de signB.ted  e.s Yuvnraj a , be c�ufle k ing . Uo ayadevat, however , 
d id no t re ign long , end w as suc ceeded by Dhruvadeva . Like t he 
Li c chavi Kiugs who re igne c before Ams huvarrna ' s  t imet, Dhruvadeva 
c ame under t he influance o f  a bhardar , Jishnugup t a .  D hruvnd eva 
was succee ded by .dhime.rj unadeva . Like Dhruw1d eva , Bhimarj una deva 
remained under t he influenc:e  o f  J i s hnugupt a t, and his son , 

- Vis hnugupt a .  

Nr:;renaradsva t he n  be ccrne king aft e r  removing both .Bhimarjunad.e ve . 
arid Vishnugupta . He was suc ceeded  by hi s so n ,  S hivacrnva II , who 
iz;a •;urn was suc ceeded by his son , J ayade va I I . All t hese t hree 
k ings actually w ielded supreme po-w er . Among Narend radeva , S hivade va 
I I ,  and J ayadeva II , t he las t  two are int imat ely woil.lle ct ) d  wit h 
Go rkha . We have t here fore t o  , .  ay so.net hing in t hi s  regard . 

'l' he last availv:ble ins cript ion o f  king :N arenoradeva , found 
at t he Pashupat i VajtrE',ghc: r ,  is dEted  Je stha 1 03 S amvatt. I t  do e s  
no t ic ant ify t he era . Di fferent s c ho lars hava . a x:pressed different 
o p inions about t he era int ro C.uced during the t ime of A.mshavarma . 
Ac co rd ing t o  t he Sumat itantra , a w o rk on ast rology compile d in 
t he valley o f .N dpal b e t ween 6 3 3  and 936  Vikrama , t he era • .!.7I t 
has alre ridy been prove d t hc.t t he era used dur,ing t he Lic chavi 
perio d had h.art ik E!S t he f i r :::t mo nth o f  the ye ar .  T he inscript ion 
t hus bel ongs to 737 Vikruma , fo r 1 03+633  = 736 , and 1 must be 
added be cause t he mo nth is Jasthn .  T hi s  s hows t hat N arena radeva 
was re igning unt i l  Jdst ha 737 Vikrama . T he ins cript iop ro fers 
to  S hivad eva as dutaka . 

1 1 8 samvat ( 752 Vikram: , )  
ment ions t he name o f  1'.ing S hivad eva . It was installad by Dhruvas ru l a  
ana hi s bro t her , A.nangashi.la , o f  N ala village . T he ins cription 
shows  t hat 0 .tuvadeva II had already be come King at so me time betweent' 
737 and 752 Vikrama . 

S hivaceva II haci t hus alre ady as cende d t he  t hrone by 752 
Vikrama . An ins cript ion installe a. uy him four ye o.rs later , t hat 
i s , in 1 22 samvat , ho s oeen founci iLSice the Go rakhnat h <.;eve at 
t he  Gorkha .Palace be hind tha big bell inst alled by the Que en-Mo t he r , 
Re.j end ralaxmi , in 1 840 Vikrarna . ·r he ins cript ion has been install e d  
at the pl r . ce whe re oarlly is  so wn during t he nashain fe sti vaL, 
Be cause o f  t he big be llt, it is  very·tdifficult to make a copy o f 
t he in.script ion . 't he ins cript ion hr,s 3 1  linest.

.Bhatttara.ka .t" T hi s  make s it cl e cir t hot t here w c�s a deit y calle d 
Vaj ra-.Bhairava in Go rl�hc1 at that t imet. Vaj ra-Bh&iravE. i S  a 
.t3Udd hi :.:: t cieity o f  t he Vaj raynr.u se ct . T here is a shrine o f  Vaj ra­
.bhairava c: ven now at Upallako tt, above t he Gorkha Royal Palace .  
T he prie s t  o f  t he Vaj ra-.Bhairava shrine functions as priest o f  
t he Go rakhnat h  s hrine al so . - Even now , ritual o fferings nre sent 
on cerem�r.)-9:l _p c ca sions from t he Go rkha Royal Pala ce for wors hipping
V aj ra-Bhairava . T he t erm 1.aranD.-Puj a means a re ligious ceremo ny 
pe fo rmed on a spe c ial o c casiont. T hi s  shows t hat sp e cial religious 
ceremonies were al'.so pe rformed nt the shrine of Vaj ra-Bhairava . 

T he word "Bhu.m.i " o c curs in t he ne;�t line o f  t he inscrip t io n .  
T hi s  ind i cat 3 s  t hat lo.rids had rJeen endo we d  a s  gut hi to  pro via.e  
for rel igious ceremo nie s t. 

T he,_ in s cript ion re fers t o  "Pana" anc "Purana." at mWly pJ. a c<:J s t. 
T he se terms deno te co ir: s usec  at t hat t imet. It' is clear that 
prO visio.n had b.een made for money also t o finance rel igious 
ce remonies at t he shrine of V&j ra-Bhairava . 

T he t e rm " VEa i t ra"  has been used twicet. T hi s  shows 
t hat arrangement s had been m�de fo r playing o n  musical ins t l'Ul"lent s 
during religious ceremonies at t he s hrine o f  Vaj ra-Bhairava . 

e. T he t.erm "manika " is  also use d at sev�ral plac ,c s in t h · 
ins cript ion . T his shows t hnt provision had be en mude fo r grains 
for rel igious ceremonies  at the shrine o f  Vaj ra-Bhairava • .Bot h  
money and grains hno t hus been provide d for such ceremonies . Had 
t he inscript ion no t been damage d , we would h.nve been able t o  know 
for what put:-pose s pro vi sion fo r money a.nd gran s we re made . 

T he ins crip t ion conta1.ns t he term ".Pan charanga C hitra 
k.a.rmana"t, whi c h shows that the idol o f  Vaj ra.;..Bhairava was paint ed .
in five co lo rst. Reference a to ritual foo d o fferinfS ( naive d yn ) 
an_d ho ly wat er ( j ala ) follow . . . 

· T he re i s  no doubt t hat t he inscription would have shed much 
light on Gorkha hGd it no t been damc.ged .  We should , however , 
oe grat e ful t hat an indire ct  evid en ce can be had from the 
inscript ion o f  Manad eva , n  t he beginn ing . '.l.'here is no reason 
why we should no t feel  sat i sfied  at having been able to find t his 
ins cript ion , t he ef ·rlies t found in Gorkhat, in whatever fonn it  
may be .

T he latest ins cript ion o f  Shivade va II  found so far is lo cat e d  
at .8EJ.lambu . I t  · 1a dat.0d  1 29 S amvat ; t he fift h  c ay ( Pancha.m.1 ) 
o f t he lunar mont h ,  but t he  month is - illegible . T he inacription 
was t hus " - installed in 762 or 76 3 Vikrarua . This makes it  clear 
t hat Shivac eva II  was reigning u_ntil 762 or 76 3 Vikrama . The 
earliest inscri,tJ tion o f  Juyndeva I I  found so far is dated J.est ha 
1 37 S amvat ( 77 1  Vikrama ) and i s  fo llno at C hya.salt ol in Patan . 
Jayadeva II  thus se dmS to have r:.s cend e d  th0 t hrone some t ime 
between 762 or  763 Vikrama and 77 1 Vikramn" . 

At Hanuma.n-i:shanj yang , e :--,.s t  o f  t he Go.rkha Royal Palace ,  
t here are· - severa1 ·:Ldols  c.t the same place , T hey include ancient 
idol s  qf the Shiva family , as well as .a mo dern Saraswat i ido l .  
T here is a LicchF.vi inscript ion also at t hat place , whi ch was 
installdd by King Jayadeva II  . It is even more ¢la.maged than 
t he ins cript ipn 0:f �ing S hivadeva II . T he  first 1 4  line s alo ne 
are somewhat legi ble , but t he dF�te  cannot be . read . 

like the abo ve-mentio.ned ins cription o f  Shivadeva II , t his 
ins cript ion was also issued from t he Kailas akuta-Bhawana . Among 
t he t itles o f  Jayadeva I I ,  only the following po rt ions are legible : 
"Li c c havi-Kulamb£.ra-C han6r&" ( T he moon  in t he fi1·man0nt o f  
t he Li cchavi dyuasty ) , "Bhaguvat-Pashpr.ti-Bhattaraka-Pada.nut rihi ta " 
( Ble ssed by thE:: fe et o f  Go d Pus hupat inat h ) , and "Maharaj adhiraj a­
Param,, shwara . "  Jayadava is mant ion�d  ·�J�reafte1: . ThE;l _  inhabitant s
o f  Gorkhn are descri boa �.s "Je.nape.dalokari " .  T he  words before "Janap, · d t l' 
are not lBgibl� , so that we canno t know by what nE1me Gorkha. was
called at t hat t ime , 

T he in script ion mentiones "S arvadeva" , t hat is , Mnhadeva .  
T his shows that t here Wt s an idol of  Maftadeva ,at that place . 
Re fer,ence s have been made t o  "Bhuirii "  and "Manika" as well , t hus 
indice,t ing .t hat lands hnd been endowed and that- t he rent s ware 
used to finance rel igious ceremonies . If the inscription o:f S .hivadeva. 
II  showed thu:t an idol o f the .Buddhist deity ,  Vaj ra-.Bhairava , 
had been installt.i d in. Gorkha , Jaye.deva I I " ' s inscription shows 
t hat an idol o f  Mahad evn h:::1.d also been installed .  

The Pashupati inscription is the last inscription o-t: .;: __ 
uJayadeva II  fond so far . It  is dated  kart ik 1 57 Samvat ( 790 

Vikrama ) .  Jayadeva II w� succeeded by Vij ayadeva . No i.nscrlpt ion 
of Vij ayadeva has been fo·11nd so fe.r ; so t he re is no evicience to
s how when Jayadava II ' s  re ign ca.rod to an end . It is t hus no t 
clear when t ha Gorkha ins cription wa� inst alled .  But it canno t  
have -been installed be fore 762 or 76'3 · Vikrama. , and may . ,,have been 
installed . e, few years after 790 Vikrama. .... . ' 

T he ins cript ions o f  uot h S hivadeva II anc J ayadeva II  , are
thus in a great ly ciama.ged condit ion . We have thus been c aprived 
o f  much o f what we . could 9t herwise have learnt • .aut in an!V · eaae 
t he ins cript ions show t hat bo th  Hul d hism end S haivism were followed 
in Go rkha .

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T he outline of  t he history of  the Li cchavi perio d until 
Jayadeva II is somew hat cle ar , ::mt the subsequent history is
shroude d  in dr..rkness ". S o me inscriptions of t he Lic c havi perio d 
after Jayadeva I I  have been found , but t hey she d - no light on 
t he subj e ct o f  our study , t he  history of  Go rkha .
