For the fisca l year A p r il  1, 1963 to March 31, 1964, the 
State Legis lature by Chapter 199, Section I, Laws of 1963, made 
an appropriation of $8,978,778 to the College for current opera­
tions. Of this amount $6, 638, 000 is for personal service and 
$2,340,778 is for maintenance and operation.

An additional $2, 000, 000 of Capital funds was added to an 
available appropriation of $1,200, 000 for the phases I and II of the 
Growth Chamber Laboratories. $400,000 was also appropriated 
for the equipment of new capital facilities.

Appropriations were adjusted upward for 1962-63 by $591, 151. 
This included $311,331 for salary adjustments and $279, 820 for costs 
of accessory  instruction.

Appropriations were adjusted upward for 1962-63 by $128,911.
