SAFETY EDUCATION
On several recent occasions, personnel at State University Colleges 

have necglected to summon f ir e  department aid during f ir e  emergencies. In 
most instances, the reason given was the fact that those responsible fe lt  the 
firsr was not extensive enough to warrant turning in an alarm. This is  a dangerous 
and unnecessary practice fo r  several reasons, the most important o f which arei

It  is  not the prerogative o f untrained people to determine' the 
extent o f danger in  the event o f a f ir e .

Fire department o f f ic ia ls  are glad to answer every summons even 
though the f ir e  proves to he o f minor nature. They would rather respond to a 
hundred ca lls  for  t r iv ia l fire s  than fa i l  to he n otified  o f a f ir e  which might 
prove trag ica lly  deceptive.

In view o f volatile-m aterial3 and nature of occupation in  college 
buildings, a seemingly incipient f ir e  might quickly expand into an uncontrol ~ 
lable halocaust with dire consequences to l i f e  and property.

Encouraging people to attempt to judge the extent o f a f ir e  before 
summoning aid is  a dangerous practice. A ll faculty, s ta ff, and students should 
he directed to turn in  a f ir e  alarm immediately upon discovery o f an accidental 
f ir e .

THE PERSON DISCOVERING AN ACCIDENTAL FIRE SHOULD :

1. Sound the fire  alarm throughout the building
2. Evacuate the building
3. Summon the f ir e  department ( i f  this is  not done automatically

by one above)
A. I f  the f ir e  can be controlled or extinguished with a fire

extinguisher, an attempt should be made to do so while awaitimg 
the arrival of regular fire  fighters and apparatus.
